We want to prepare you and 
keep you informed about the daily activities here at the 
AMAA Learning Center.  This summer will be packed 
with exciting challenges in academics. We are glad 
you are joining us.      
 
What to bring?  Parents are always 
wondering what their children should bring 
to the studio everyday. We encourage you 
to send a lunch with your child every day. 
We have lunches available for purchase for $5.00 each. The 
weekly menu consists of items such as pizza, tacos, hamburgers. 
The weekly purchase menu will be provided. 
Children should wear closed toed shoes. Sandals may be 
worn when poolside. Bring towel, swimsuit, sunblock.  
Please label everything! Our Lost 
and Found tends to multiply on our 
busy fun filled days. Swimming 
passes are available for purchase 
at a cost of $2.00 each per pool 
visit.  
 
�´What�·s in a Name?�µ �² Shakespeare said it�« so keeping this 
in mind we remind all our parents to label EVERYTHING  
�² when your children are taking part in a busy program 
with constant activity �² items are bound to be misplaced. 
Labeling helps us return these items back to their owners.  
Items that are not claimed by the end of the summer will be 
donated to the Battered Women Shelter.         
 
Can I bring my electronics or cell phones?  We discourage 
students from bringing these from home �² we 
offer a full program day that has many choices 

but we do have times in 
which we will allow the 
students to play their 
games and listen to their 
music. We expect the students to bring 
music that is appropriate and non-

offensive.    I tems from home should not 
be a distraction for day to day activities. The 
games and electronics can be used during free choice time. 
Students are not allowed to listen to the music during the 
academics or while in class.  AMAA is not responsible for 
lost or damaged items.  
 
Cell phones are more common with students 
these days but are not allowed during class time. 
Students that are using the phone or texting 
during class will have the phone taken to the 
front desk and handed to the parent upon pick up 
that day. 
 
Morning Procedure �² Parents are to walk their children in 
daily to sign the child in and must sign the child out at the 
end of the day. This procedure is mandatory and vital for us 
to maintain our program running efficiently.  You may fill 
out the lunch order form as needed during the morning 
check in.   
 
Alternate pick up �² please advise anyone that will be picking 
up your child about our check out procedure and that they 
must present their photo ID. If your alternate is not on your 
permanent list �² then be sure to call the studio with the full 
legal name of the person picking up.  Children will not be 
released with out the proper permission from the parents. 
Thank you in advance for your cooperation. 
 
Field Trips �² Each student was given the Learning Center T- 
shirt with enrollment. Students must wear their t-shirt in 
order to participate on all field trips.  If your child does not 
have their shirt they may purchase another shirt for $10.00 
youth size and $15.00 adult size.  Children may also bring 

spending money for the trip. Please remember that the 
Learning Center is not responsible for lost money.  
 
What do I need for class? They need to bring a 3 ring binder �² 
size should be at least 1�µ and should have a zipper pouch to 
store their basic school supplies such as pencils and erasers 
for class. Students will be provided with the curriculum 
materials �² Please note that lost curriculum materials will 
need to be replaced at a cost of $15.00.  
 
What time do I need to be here by? We need all students that 

will attend the morning session to be here by 8:45 am. We 
will conduct our morning roundup and explain the 
activities for the day. We will take attendance and order all 
lunches. This also applies to field trip days. We will be 
leaving promptly each trip day and will not delay the buses 
for late students.   
 
Please call to let us know if your child will be absent from 
class or trips. 
 
Do I take Tae Kwon Do?   Tae Kwon Do is part of our 
Learning Center curriculum and is conducted in the 
afternoons.  Tae Kwon Do is done twice a week.  Students 
would still be able to spar on Fridays. Students who are 
signed up for local field trips should also be able to 
participate in the afternoon sparring sessions. 
 
Medical / Allergies - Each child must have a medical 
information card on file �² we need to know about each child 
and where they are at. List any medical conditions or food 

allergies.  Each child must be 
able to participate in the 
daily activities �² please 
notify us in writing if 
your child needs to be 
excused from participating 
in the physical activities.  Children are not to 
have medications in their possession.  Parents are 

to check in all medications with the front desk during 
morning drop off. This includes inhalers, over the counter 
medicine, and cough drops.   
 
Transportation �² all transportation is conducted in our 
Academy Vans.  Vans are all driven by our academy staff 
and are used for field trips as well as to the pool and park.  
 
Holiday �² We are closed on Friday, July 4th 
in Observance of Independence Day. Please 
note - We will be having our Field trip on 
Thursday the 3rd that week! 

 
Crafts �² During the summer, 
our students will be able to take part in 
various crafts every week. We suggest 
that you send a clear tub with a lid in 

order to keep the craft projects as they are 
being done.
